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On behalf of the PTO, teachers and staff at Lakeway Elementary we
want to thank you for your generous donations to the No Hassle
Fundraiser. We are so pleased by the positive response to this
change in fundraising at Lakeway Elementary. We have almost
reached our goal! No amount is too small, so please consider
donating today.

For those families who are new to LWE, the No Hassle Fundraiser is
intended to replace the previous years' Mustang Mixer which was a
social event put on by the PTO and volunteers and included both live
and silent auction items and hundreds of volunteer hours. When the
budget for the 2007-2008 school year was created in May 2007, the
carnival was included as an additional fundraising opportunity for the
LWE PTO for the current school year. Monies raised come various
sources. Wristband sales give your child access to many carnival
activities free of charge such as the class booths, bouncers and slides,
face painting and so much more. Additional funds are raised from food




& drink sales, horseback riding, dunking booth, cake walk, etc.

The PTO would like to reduce the cost of wristbands to the
carnival which in the past have been priced at $10 (prepaid) per
child and $12 (on 10/20 carnival day). Because we have not met or
exceeded our goal for the No Hassle fundraiser & PTO Membership,
we are unable to do this. Therefore, as a convenience and an
incentive for those who have not turned in their donations, we will be
curbside at drop-off and pick-up in both the upper and lower parking
lots on Sept 19", 20", & 21%. We can take envelopes from you at that
time or provide you with a form if you need one. If we significantly
exceed our No Hassle Fundraising goal by Friday, September

21°" then we will be able to make a reduction in the cost of the
wristbands. If you are concerned about sending your No Hassle
envelope with your child, please consider either dropping it off at our
curbside pick up or putting it in their daily folder that is checked by their
homeroom teacher. Envelopes are then taken to the office and put in
the PTO Treasurer's lockbox. Otherwise, we will see you curbside
next week, Wednesday through Friday. Again, thank you for your
generous support of Lakeway Elementary PTO.
